Cold Spring Harbor High School is a New York State public high school with an enrollment of about 650 students.  Located 
on Long Island’s north shore, the district straddles two counties, Nassau and Suffolk.  Most residents are college graduates 
who are active in their professional and business communities and support a rich program of academic offerings and co-
curricular activities. Cold Spring Harbor’s open enrollment policy provides a setting where students are encouraged to 
challenge themselves. The academic emphasis is college-preparatory, and the breadth of the curriculum is evident in the 
availability of basic courses emphasizing skills development and enrichment, as well as honors, Advanced Placement and 
elective offerings across all curricular areas. The school’s proximity to the famed Cold Spring Harbor Laboratory enables a 
unique relationship that offers expanded science research opportunities to our students. Current course descriptions are 
available at The Counseling Center page of the Cold Spring Harbor High School website. 
 
COVID-19: In response to the COVID-19 pandemic, the 2020-2021 academic year included a hybrid of virtual and in-person 
instruction prior to students and faculty returning in December 2020 for full in-person learning. As per New York State 
Education Department, all students scheduled for a NYS Regents Exam in June and/or August 2020 have received an 
“Exemption.” All students scheduled for a NYS Regents Exam in January, June and/or August 2021 also received an 
“Exemption” unless the student participated in any of the four (4) administered exams in June 2021 and chose to report 
their earned score. This exemption is represented with an “E” under the assessment section of the transcript. For more 
information on the NYSED Regents Exemptions, please see this guidance document:

Grading System 
Grades for all subjects, except pass/fail and Physical Education courses, are used in computing the cumulative grade point 
average at the end of grade 11. When a student repeats a course the course with the higher grade is used in computing 
grade point average, however, both courses will still remain on the transcript. Honors and Advanced Placement courses 
are weighted by 1.1. Grade point averages for transfer students include only those grades earned at Cold Spring 
Harbor High School. Students are not assigned a rank in class.
