e Qutdoor basketball court (midsole foam): 2,500 pairs

e Outdoor tennis court (midsole foam): 2,500 pairs

o Full field or soccer pitch (outsole rubber): 50,000 — 75.000 pairs
e Mini soccer field (outsole rubber): 10,000 — 20,000 pairs

¢ Running track (outsole rubber): 75,000 pairs

s Playground (outsole rubber): 2,500 pairs

e Indoor wood basketball court (upper fabric): 2,500 pairs
