NYS Science Testing - Grade 4 
Students in grade four will be taking the NYS Science Assessments again this spring. The NYS Science Performance Test will 
be administered on June 1st. The NYS Science Written Test will be administered on June 61h. Parents can help to prepare 
their children for success by:
