During reading they immersed 
themselves in a problem-solution unit. While writing, they created realistic fiction stories. Third graders wrote biography 
poems and reviewed strategies for solving multiplication problems. Their bio poems focused on where they have been, 
loved ones who are important to them, and much more. Fourth graders drafted reading responses, synthesized information 
from paired text passages, and collaborated in small groups during math to solve real-life problems. Fifth graders 
learned about the skeletal and muscular systems in science and how to use the lattice method in math.
