Dear Parents and Students,

The cold and flu season is upon us and it is especially important to remind and
show your children the importance of taking care of their bodies.

returning to school
- Bad cold, with a very runny nose or bad cough, especzally if it has kept the child
&  awake at night
» Conjunctivitis (pink eye)- miust have been receiving prescription eye drops for at
least 24 hours before returning to school

As always, proper nutrition, adequate rest and frequent hand washing will help
keep them healthy. -
