Assignment : 
  You are to pick one of the Native American tribes discussed in your textbook pages 5-25 or one suggested by Ms. Channing in the library. For the tribe that you select you are to do all of the following : (100%) 
1. On an appropriate map, show where your tribe lived. 
  
1. Write 2-3 paragraphs on Five of the topics listed below. No Copying or cutting and pasting is permitted. Students must write the paragraphs themselves. 
  
· Describe the environment where the tribe lived 
· Food the people grew, gathered and hunted 
· Housing i.e. the shape of the house, materials used 
· Language 
· Interesting customs such as ceremonies, marriage, death, etc. 
· Clothing 
· Life of the tribe today 
· Role of the tribe in history i.e. famous battles, conquests, etc. 
· A short biography of a famous person form the tribe 
· Religion 
· Government 
· Roles of men and women 
· Roles of children i.e. jobs they were given, when did they become adults with adult jobs, etc. 
· A sample of the tribes folklore, creation story, other stories handed down by adults to children 
  
  
  
1. Make a cover with a picture. Include name and date in lower right hand corner. The name of your tribe should be at the top in big letters. 
  
Assignment for the Model : 
1. Make a Native American cultural model. Choose one of the following to make. It must be made by you and must be an example of your tribe's culture. Please refrain from store bought items. Books in the library will help you. (70%) 
  
1. In addition to the model you will be required to do an oral presentation of the model to the class. Your presentation should demonstrate your general knowledge of the topic. Index cards are mandatory. (30%) 
· A house commonly built by your tribe 
· A weapon 
· A craft i.e. basket, bowl, ornament, jewelry, religious item etc. 
· A mode of transportation 
· A mask 
· Sports equipment 
· A toy 
· Item of clothing 
· Musical instrument 
· A tool such as cooking utensil, farm tool etc. 
· Other model approved by the teacher
