The Board of Education has approved a resolution to present to
the district voters a proposcd bond to construct a 9,798 sq. foot
Physical Education Center at the Jr./Sr. High School.

B The proposal will be a $4.8 million bond to be funded over
20 years. The annual budgetary impact would be approxi-
mately 898 for the average tax payer.

B This facility will be used primarily for the Jr./Sr. High School
physical education program for all students in grades
7 through 12,
