Titles of books, movies, songs, television
shows, bands, etc. are all proper nouns.

First and Last names are also proper nouns.

writing.

 Him Is the pronoun that takes the place of
John.




Personal Pronouns

* Personal pronouns take the place of a
person’s name

* Personal pronouns change with regards to
gender and number

usually refers to an object or thing.
