       COURSE DISCRIPTION:

· Spanish 1A is the first in the series of language courses offered at Cold Spring Harbor Junior/Senior High School.  This course emphasizes an introduction to proficiency in the four main language skill areas of reading, speaking, listening, and writing.  

· The study of Spanish cultures and civilizations will also be introduced throughout the course.  This material will begin to prepare students for the FLACS Regional Checkpoint A Exam in Spanish, a required exam given at the end of Spanish 1B.
MATERIALS: 

· Notebook or binder with loose-leaf paper

· Spanish-English dictionary 

· Texts (to be distributed in class)
CLASS RULES:

· Arrive to class each day on time, prepared to work

· Cell phone use only at authorized times 

· Treat all classmates with respect

ATTENDANCE:

· Absence: In case of an absence, it is your responsibility to find out all assignments from that day.  If you are absent on the day of an exam, you must be prepared to take that exam on the day you return to class.  A discipline referral will be made in all cases of cutting or unexcused class absence. 

· Signing In/Signing Out: If you sign in after class, or sign out before class, you are still responsible for assigned work.  If there is a test scheduled you must take it that day, or be excused by me.  If there is an assignment due, you must hand it in that day.

· Lateness: All lateness will be recorded.  After three (3) latenesses, a discipline referral will be made.  If you are detained for an excusable reason, make sure to receive a pass.   
HOMEWORK (10%)

· Homework will be assigned 4x/week and all students are expected to complete the assignments to the best of their ability.  
· Homework will be checked at the beginning of each class period and may be collected periodically. 

QUIZZES (20%)

· Expect weekly quizzes on the grammar, vocabulary, and readings we will be covering throughout the course.  

· Students and their parents/guardians are encouraged to view scores and track progress on the parent portal.

· The foreign language testing day is DAY 1 and 4.  
TESTS (30%)

· Tests will be given upon the completion of each unit and may include speaking, listening, reading, vocabulary, grammar and writing sections.

· The foreign language testing day is DAY 1 and 4.  
PARTICIPATION (30%)

· All students are expected to be involved in daily class activities using the target language.

· Participation can affect your grade positively AND negatively.  The only type of participation that will be commended is that which contributes to class discussion and does not disrupt class.  

WRITING/PROJECTS (10%)

· You will be assigned at least 1 writing assignment or project per quarter.

· Dictionaries are always acceptable and encouraged.

· NO TRANSLATORS ARE PERMITED! (I can always tell, and their usage will result in a ZERO for the assignment)
